Classroom Expectations

1. I expect you to WANT to be respectful and polite.
2. I expect you to WANT to follow directions the first time given.

3. I expect you to WANT to come to class prepared and on time. This means being in your seat when the bell rings with your writing utensil, your binder, your notebook, and your book.

4. I expect you to WANT to raise your hand and wait to be called on before making a comment or asking a question. This reduces chaos in the classroom and allows for everyone to be heard.

6. I expect you to WANT to turn in quality work, study for tests, and work towards developing and perfecting study and communicative skills.

7. I expect you to WANT to be an active, positive participant in the classroom. 

8. I expect you to WANT to clean up after yourself.

9. Computers are to be used for word processing and internet research.  E-mail may be checked only if given permission to do so. Anything written using email may be read by the teacher at any time and should be school appropriate (no sexual remarks or rude remarks, profanity).

Classroom Procedures
* Turn in your own work, on time, and in the appropriate form. All homework and projects will be due on the designated date. 

*Absentees are responsible for getting their work out of the tray and bringing it to Mrs. Chase for an explanation of what they are expected to do as make-up work. 
Rewards
1. Free time--Free time will be awarded based on behavior and work ethic.

2. Pop/Snack Day—At the beginning of each month the class will start out with 4 Pop/Snack Reward Slips. These will be located at the top of the white board. At any time during the week, I may feel inclined to remove a pop/snack reward slip. Reasons why I would remove a slip--excessive talking, class not following directions, class too noisy, students not raising hands, students are disruptive, students left trash in the classroom/not cleaning up after themselves, students not pushing in chairs, etc...If at the end of the month, the class still has at least one slip left, then the students will be allowed to bring pop/snacks the next Tuesday. This is not a free day...just a day to have a drink and snack during instruction time.
